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On August 4, 2008 in Yerevan, at 9:30 a.m. the seminar entitled “SAICM – Global Initiative in International Cooperation to Protect Human Health and the Environment” will be held at the University Hotel, Mashtots Ave. 52, Yerevan. The seminar is organised by Armenian Women for Health and Healthy Environment NGO with financial support of Barbara Smith Foundation. 
The workshop is aimed at introducing to the current global processes in the field of chemical safety and human health (SAICM). In frame of the seminar suggestions of coordination of NGOs activities with governmental sector in the mentioned field will be discussed and worked out.
